Course Description:  This course is in partnership with Kenyon College and is equivalent to 
introductory psychology at the college level.  Topics of study will include those essential to a 
basic understanding of the field including the history and background of psychology, research 
methods in the field, the relationship between the physical body and behavior, learning, sensation 
and perception, memory, intelligence, human development, motivation, emotion, personality, 
stress, and abnormal psychology.  Much emphasis will be placed on the role of science in the 
study of human behavior.

Attendance

  Exams 
• exams may cover multiple chapters 
• each exam will be made up of multiple choice and essay questions 
Formal Writing Assignments 
• formal writing assignments may include but not be limited to summaries of 

outside readings, summaries of research, original research, literature reviews, 
etc. 

• at least one formal writing assignment will be assigned per quarter 
Class Participation 
• class participation will be required on a daily basis 
• class participation grades will be based on quantity as well as quality 
• this is a subjective grade based on my evaluation from my own anecdotal 

evidence 
Quizzes 
• quizzes will be announced, unannounced, in-class, and take-home 
• quizzes will occur approximately once a week 
Homework Assignments 
• since it is essential that you understand the vocabulary used in the field of 

psychology, you will be required to complete a rather extensive assignment 
for each chapter of the text 

• these assignments are designed to reinforce the required reading of the text 
Reflective Writing Assignments 
• reflective writing assignments are more informal assignments requiring 

personal reactions to the content of class readings and/or discussions 
• although these assignments are informal, proper spelling, grammar, and 

sentence structure is still expected 
• they may be assigned to be completed in class, or as homework 
• a reflective writing assignment will be assigned for most chapters
