[bookmark: _GoBack]Thank you for your interest in the GLCA Women’s/Gender/Sexuality (W/G/S) Studies Curriculum Institutes. The first of these two interactive hands-on workshops will be held in Ann Arbor, May 23-25, 2016. Here’s some more detail about the format and the issues we’ll cover, followed by a brief form. Description: The 2016 Institute will focus on the introductory course in W/G/S and Queer Studies, perhaps the most important of our courses, and in many ways the hardest to teach well.  How are we teaching Introductory courses; how would we like to be teaching them? How have these courses changed to incorporate new perspectives, and as new generations have taken on the task of teaching them?  How do we reconfigure our introductory teaching to include intersectional perspectives and work effectively with new student populations? The Institute will pool the expertise available on our campuses, do hands-on work on our syllabi, and build cross-institutional relationships for future collaboration. Particular attention will be paid to transnational and queer perspectives, and to the challenges of teaching about sexual assault. 

The Institute will bring together an interdisciplinary and intergenerational mix of teacher-scholars, from veterans interested in rethinking, refreshing, and updating their Intro teaching, to those who may just be considering the possibility of teaching such a course for the first time. All participants will be asked to bring materials to work on: a syllabus and an assignment if you have already taught the course in question, or if not, a draft or sketch of ideas for such a course. We will also indicate ahead of time a few selected and very focused readings for each institute.  All participants’ travel, hotel, food, and books will be paid for through the GLCA Expanding Collaborations Grant.

The Process: We hope to draw at least two participants from each GLCA school. It could be especially helpful, where feasible, to have one experienced and one newer participant from your school who could work as a team afterwards, but we know the needs of each program are different. We will keep the group relatively small to make sure it’s a real workshop. In case more are interested than we have space for, the planning committee will consider the answers on the form to help us put together a group that is balanced with respect to background, interests, and experience. Formal email invitations to participate will be sent after the Winter Break.
