• Add the KCN to a list of classroom resources on your syllabus or website
• Present the network as a next step for career exploration for students who are unsure about their future or how to get 

started

STAY CONNECTED TO ALUMNI
• Reconnect with past students and stay in touch with those approaching graduation
• Lead a community in the KCN to post files, share events, start discussions, and facilitate connections among students
