Course Description
KAP US History is a survey course covering pre-Columbian history to the present. The course will cover a variety of topics including: Native Americans, European colonization of America, the Revolutionary War, American expansion, WWI, WWII, and the Cold War. In addition to a textbook, the course will draw on supplemental readings, articles, and videos. Unlike traditional lecture based courses, this class is designed to encourage discussion, debate and independent research. 
Kenyon College Credit
This course is certified as part of the Kenyon Academic Partnership program. Students will be granted Kenyon College credit following their successful completion of the course (a C or better). Students may also choose to take the Advanced Placement US History test for an additional fee. 

Expectations

1. Students are to remain quiet when the teacher or another student is speaking. Demonstrate          respect!

3. All students are to do their own work. Don’t Cheat!

You will also need to purchase a 1” 3-ring binder, pack of dividers and a 1-subject notebook.

Grades are computed based on a point system. Each assignment is worth a fixed number of points. Grades will be based on quizzes, tests, and projects.
